March of Dimes will award several $5,000 scholarships in 2010 to registered nurses enrolled in graduate programs of maternal-child nursing. The scholarships recognize and promote excellence in nursing care of mothers and babies.

Eligibility Criteria

· Applicant must be a registered nurse.

· Applicant must currently be enrolled in a graduate program in maternal-child nursing at the master’s or doctorate level.

· Applicant must have at least one academic term to complete after May, 2010.

· Applicant must be a member of ACNM, AWHONN, or NANN.

· Applicant cannot be a previous recipient of the March of Dimes graduate nursing scholarship.

· Employees of the March of Dimes, members of its Board of Trustees, and their family members are not eligible.

Applications that do not comply with these instructions will not be reviewed.

1. Save the application to a CD-ROM or to your computer's hard drive by choosing “File" and then "Save As". 

2. Complete the application using a word processing program. Microsoft Word or other PC-based word processing programs are recommended. 

3. Include the faculty recommendation and applicant essay as part of the application; these items will not be accepted separately via subsequent e-mails or attachments. Do not submit the application until all items are included.

· The faculty recommendation must be from a current faculty member in the applicant’s graduate program. The written recommendation cannot exceed 300 words. Please inform the faculty member writing the recommendation that your application will not be reviewed if their recommendation exceeds 300 words.
· The applicant essay cannot exceed 500 words and must include the sections listed below. Please be sure to label each section in your essay. Essays exceeding 500 words will render the application ineligible. Please note that the required section labels are not included in the word count.
· Educational plan

· Career goals and how they correlate with the March of Dimes mission

· Past, current, and planned involvement in maternal-child health

· Why you should be awarded the scholarship
